1. Purpose of the Natural Heritage Group

1.1. To bring together planners, ecologists and countryside/coastal managers to work together to move forward best practice of spatial planning in taking account and seeking to manage the potential impact of activities and development on wildlife on the Severn Estuary.

2. Role of the Natural Heritage Group 

2.1 To provide input to and oversee the development, production and distribution of user-friendly guidance notes to spatial planners and decision-makers, and

2.2 To aid in raising awareness and disseminating the completed guidance notes within member organisations and to those involved in other related strands of the Interreg project.

3. Membership and meetings

5 The Group will be circulated with details on the progress of the Natural Heritage Working Group. Meetings of the whole Group can be scheduled if required.

5 The Group will consist, in the main, of those interested members of the ASERA local authority sector group and the countryside agencies. Interested members of other ASERA sector groups and the Severn Estuary EMS Advisory Group will also be invited to join. Membership is not fixed and may be reviewed.

The group will work closely with and be served by the Severn Estuary Partnership Natural Heritage & GIS officer.

4 Termination or Withdrawal

4.1 The Group can be drawn to a close when there is no will from the members to continue. Any member can withdraw from the Group at any time, but a period of notice is desirable so as a replacement member can be sought.
