ASERA update

1. Agreed to develop recreation/access groups at Severn Beach, Woodspring Bay

and Bridgwater Bay (post recreation workshop last May). S Glos, N Somerset & EN

respectively will lead on these with guidance provided by ASERA (i.e. terms of

reference, GIS to use as a base map for helping in decision making).

2. Above groups will also be asked to distribute SPA leaflet and posters in

these areas and provide feedback on the impact they have on user behaviour - in

relation to recreational impact on birds and habitat.

3. The majority of RAs still remain as members and are committed to the process

of reviewing location and management of activities, including recreation and

access, on an annual basis.

4. ASERA plan to produce guidance notes this year on a range of ongoing

activities (i.e. collection of scientific data, managing unauthorised waste).

5. The Advisory Group intend to convene on the Severn Estuary Day in June to

hopefully generate more interest, especially from the recreation interest

groups.
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
